Purpose: 
 
The report presented the draft revenue budget for the Mayoral General Functions for 2026/27 and 
proposed consultation plan for approval. 
 
As the Transport Authority for the region, Tees Valley Combined Authority (TVCA) Cabinet was asked 
to approve the proposed Concessionary Fares charge for 2026/27 to enable constituent local 
authorities to include those amounts within their final budgets for the forthcoming financial year. 
 
The draft revenue budget for the Combined Authority for 2026/27 was also presented to Cabinet 
together with a revised Medium Term Financial Plan (MTFP) covering the period to 2029/30. 
 
Key assumptions and risks in setting the final budgets for the forthcoming financial year and future 
years were also highlighted, as well as any outstanding matters relating to uncertainties at the draft 
budget stage. 
 
Cabinet was also presented with the revised three-year Capital Programme to 2029/30 for approval, 
together with the Authority’s proposed Capital Budget for 2026/27. 
 
The report also presented the forecast usable revenue and capital reserves as of 31 March 2027 
incorporating the financial implications of the proposed draft revenue and capital budget impacts.

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viii) Noted the forecast revenue reserves on 31 March 2027 
ix) Noted the forecast capital reserves on 31 March 2027
